Angel House

The Residential Treatment Therapist will provide initial and ongoing assessments, contribute to placement planning, and perform crisis counseling and mental health therapy to young mothers and their children admitted to the Angel House residential program, as well as to any parents/legal guardians/caretakers/approved adult supports of young mothers who are invested in family reunification. 

QUALIFICATIONS

A. Education: Minimum Master’s Degree in social work or related field.  

B. Licensure: Minimum of a Limited License to practice therapy/counseling; working toward full licensure
C. Experience: minimum of two years of therapeutic experience working with abused and neglected children, preferably in a licensed child caring institution

D. Training: Preferred training in trauma focused- cognitive behavioral therapy

E. Working knowledge and effective use of community resources.

F. Ability to work with people of diverse backgrounds and cultures. 

G. Strong written and verbal communication skills.

SPECIFIC DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

A. Intake and Assessments

1. Complete bio-psycho-social assessments, mental health status exams, trauma assessments and other assessments for youth as needed.

2. Complete family assessments to better understand family dynamics and needs

3. Work with the treatment team, the youth, the family, and the referral source(s) to create initial and updated service plans during placement.

B.  Placement Planning

1. Work collaboratively with DHS to identify appropriate placement options for residents upon completion of the program.

2. Attend and/or coordinate all community placement and family team meetings.

C. Mental Health

1. Provide on-going individual and group therapy for residents.

2. Provide family therapy, as needed, especially for those youth with a family reunification plan

3. Create and implement individualized therapeutic treatment goals and record progress.

4. Provide crisis counseling to youth as needed.

5. Refer to and collaborate with psychiatrist for medication needs

6. Arrange for post placement mental health counseling services per assessment.

D. After Care

1. Assist the youth and family in securing post placement mental health counseling and other resources

2. Provide follow up services to clients through telephone calls and home visits as needed.

Hours:
Full Time

1. Flexible Scheduling: In order to meet with the youth and their parents/caregivers, some evening and weekend hours will be necessary. 

2. The Residential Treatment Therapist carry the on-call phone one week per month to respond to emergency situations during non-business hours. This is mostly via phone, but can require a physical presence at Angel House.
